· Smart Energy Pricing Pilot


	Goals
· Reduce customer peak demand and energy usage, which helps customers save on their bills, leading to increased customer satisfaction.

· Make significant contributions to Maryland’s goal of 15% per capita energy and demand reduction by 2015.



	Benefits 
· Reduced energy consumption will lessen the need to build new power plants and decrease current power plant emissions. 

· Offers a variety of opportunities to reduce energy bills.

· Reduces electricity use during periods of very high demand and provides for an overall net energy reduction, leading to increased system reliability.  

· Reduces the future price of electricity from what it otherwise would be for all BGE customers, while easing the burden on Maryland’s electricity delivery system as the state’s electricity demands continue to grow.

· Increases education and awareness about energy conservation through an ambitious community outreach program.



	Energy Efficiency and Conservation Programs Overview
· These programs provide customers with energy efficiency and conservation choices to help them conserve energy and save money while improving the environment.  

· BGE currently offers rebates on ENERGY STAR® high efficiency refrigerators, freezers and clothes washers. The company also offers mark-downs on Compact Fluorescent light bulbs (CFLs) in over 80 Maryland retail outlets.  Additional programs were approved by the Maryland Public Service Commission on 12/31/08. Programs will cover areas such as in-home energy audits, high-efficiency heating and cooling system rebates and efficient technology incentives for businesses. 	PeakRewardsSM Demand Response Program Overview
· Provides participating customers with their choice of either a Honeywell programmable thermostat or an air conditioner switch that will help reduce energy consumption and costs. These technologies allow BGE to cycle central air conditioning/heat pump use during periods of very high electricity demand, typically weekdays every June through September.

· Credits of $50-$100 will be applied to participants’ energy bills during the summer months. Additionally, a one-time matching bonus will be issued during the first year of participation.

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	Smart Energy Pricing Overview
· Smart Energy Pricing uses advanced metering technology to allow the customer to control energy usage based on demand and hourly rates.
· Two pilot rate structure options, Dynamic Peak Pricing (DPP) and Peak Time Rebate (PTR), were introduced in June 2008.
· DPP offers a lower off-peak rate, encouraging customers to shift or reduce usage from peak periods (when the rates are higher during the pilot).
· PTR gives customers the opportunity to earn a rebate by using less energy during critical peak hours
· Upon Maryland Public Service Commission, approval, a follow up pilot will run during the summer of 2009 and will exclusively feature the Peak Time Rebate structure.  Both commercial and residential customers will participate.

· Smart meters and in-home displays will be given to a subset of customers, who can use the display to monitor their electric consumption, demand and cost in near real time.
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
